The Union President stated that, under Section 1.3.1 of Rule 7 of the Students’ Union Constitution, one-quarter of the total elected membership of the Council shall form a quorum. Mr Preston, under section 1.3.1 of Rule 7 of the Students’ Union Constitution, permitted the designated twenty minute period for a quorum to be formed and, when it became clear that fewer than twenty-eight members of the Council were present, he declared the meeting inquorate and adjourned business for the evening.
