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· Various meetings with NUS-USI and other University representatives regarding the HMO subject plan drawn up by the planning service. Efforts are ongoing to ensure that we highlight the numerous problems evident in the document, and those that would arise following its implementation.
Meetings have already taken place with the Equality Commission and the Housing Executive.
· Distribution of SHAG Packs throughout SHAG week, and at our roadshows and other events.
· Alcohol awareness stall at the launch of the St. Patrick’s Day Festival, distributing information and publications to students and staff.
· Co-ordinated Fairtrade Fortnight. Events included Staff/student coffee mornings, and visits from Fairtrade producers.
· Collected money for RAG at Fairtrade Fortnight event to be a contribution from the Union to Comic Relief.
· Co-ordination of SU Night-time Bus project.
· Awarded funding for SU Night-time Bus project.
· Launch of SU Night-time Bus, and attendance on nights when bus was running to ensure its success.
· Liaison with Advice Centre re: best practice.
· Various meetings regarding SU strategic plan.
· Written planning for advice aspect of strategic plan.
· Organisation of focus groups, consisting of first year and third year students, for strategic plan.
· Attendance at Education and Welfare committee.
· Met with various students concerning housing problems, progress etc.
· Attended disciplinary committees.
· Ongoing appeals and cases dealt with, involving liaison with accommodation and other departments.
· Further distribution of personal safety alarms at SU roadshows and on a daily basis with students calling into SU building.
· Liaison with Youth Justice Agency, regarding youth conferences and the use of restorative justice in Belfast. This is of particular relevance at present, given incidents of theft in the south Belfast area.
· Liaison with Advice Centre re: possibility of landlord rating scheme or similar project.
