My Aims

 To strengthen our relationship with National Union of Students -Union of Students Ireland (NUS-USI). We cannot defeat tuition fees alone, which makes cooperation with other SUs all the more essential.  
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What I’ll Stand For If Elected


 Another Union is Possible


 A return to a more relevant, progressive SU which actually fights for students around the issues of most pressing concern. Moreover, the SU should be more transparent, less bureaucratic and more accessible to ordinary students. In my opinion, our Students’ Union ought to be completely independent of the university. At present the Union is under the ownership of the university which seriously restricts the Union’s capacity to fight for students - I want to see this reversed.


Free Education for All       


 Not only should the cap on tuition fees be retained, fees should be abolished entirely. The politicians who imposed the burden of student debt all benefited from free education - so why shouldn’t we?


Students Before Profit


  For too long the university and the SU have viewed students as little more than a source of income. This is clearly reflected in the PEC membership fee increase of last year, whereby the cost of membership increased from £100 to £237. In these times of economic difficulty the SU should fight to ensure that students are not further disadvantaged by unreasonable price rises. 


Taking A Stand


  Students don’t live in isolation from the rest of society, and as such our union shouldn’t just limit itself to purely localised issues. The SU should give students a voice on issues of injustice and human rights abuses. For instance, we could follow the example of numerous universities in Britain, who, in the wake of the attacks on Gaza demanded that their university grant free scholarships to  students from the Islamic University of Gaza. In addition, I will argue that Queens should place environmental issues high on the agenda, taking a firm stand against those politicians who dismissive of the dangers of climate change.
