The
idea that we should have to pay such extortionate fees for education is ridiculous: if
the government can hand over billions to the banks then the SU should campaign on
behalf of students to secure funding for our education - not just be inactive as stu-
dents acquire more and more debt.

The reality now is that for many people university is fast becoming unaffordable. For
example, in 2007/8 the number of applications in NI fell by 5.5%, according to UCAS.
