What is the Hey Neighbour Scheme?

A Street Rep, as part of the Hey Neighbour scheme, is a way to to get to know your neighbours and build better community relations between students and longterm residents living around the University Area. It is also a forum for students to contact a fellow peer with any difficulty they may be facing whilst living in private accommodation – whether it be environmental, neighbour relations or noise. Street Reps will also promote any community inniatives that may be happening in their area. 
Assignment

As a Street Rep you will be a friendly point of contact for both students and residents in your assigned area of South Belfast, helping them to enjoy and make the most of being part of the Queen’s and greater South Belfast community. You will also take part in wider community iniatives such as environmental projects. 
Purpose of Assignment

· Attend student Neighbourhood Forums organised by the Community Student Officer and report back any issues in their areas.
· Make a point of getting to know residents and building good relations. 
· Take part in any community initiatives organised by the Community Student Officer.

· Be a friendly informal contact 

· Sign-post your neighbours to useful services

· Take part in community iniatives whilst promoting these to fellow students 
· Make an effort to get to know both students and long-term residents 
· Promote Students’ Union led projects to students 
· Register with Millenium Volunteers 
Time Commitment

We ask that you attend one of our two hour long training sessions: Dates to be confirmed. 
It will be explained in greater detail what the scheme will entail. There will also be a Neighbourhood Forum held once a month where all the Street Reps for the different areas will meet to discuss any issues.
Further than that, time commitment is very much up to each individual Street Rep student although we would recommend 1-2 hours per week. Just keep in contact and meet up with your fellow students and residents and take part in community projects led by the Union.
